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Return to School – August 2020

Guide for Nursery and Primary Pupils




We are looking forward to seeing you back to school.

This document contains important information about:

· Keeping yourself and other people safe;

· What you need to do when you come to school;

· What to do if you feel unwell.

Keeping everyone safe is our top priority and we have been planning very carefully to ensure that everyone can return to school safely.   

Arrangements for 12-14 August

· Wednesday 12 August and Thursday 13 August:  Half of each class will be in school. Your parent was emailed on 30th June to say which day you should come in. If they don’t know which day they can email or phone into school.

· Friday 14 August: Everyone is in school

Staying Safe

Arriving at and entering school:

· We would encourage you to walk or cycle to school where that is possible, arriving for 9am.
· Unfortunately, as all adults need to stay 2m apart, parents will not be able to come into the playground in the morning. The only exception to this is P1 parents who can come into the playground this week.
· There will be 2 entrances for nursery pupils. Most pupils should enter through the nursery outdoor area gate. Any pupil who is more anxious or needing more reassurance about coming into nursery should go in through the main nursery door.
· There will be 3 entrances available for primary pupils:
· The P4-7 playground door that everyone used to get into school in the morning. This will be the entrance for Sky Room, GME P1-3, P2, P4 and P7.
· The door at the bottom of the P4-7 playground that P1-3 pupils used to leave from at the end of the day. This will be the entrance for P3, P5, P6/7 and GME P4-7.
· The P1 classroom door which opens onto the P4-7 playground.
· To try to get everyone into school quickly, when the bell goes at 9am, please go to the sanitisation station at your entrance, use the hand sanitiser and go into school. Staff will be at the sanitisation stations to help you.
· Please keep to the left and in single file in corridors and stairwells. 
· Please do not gather in corridors, stairwells or in the Street.  


End of Day Arrangements:

· You will leave school through the door you entered in the morning. If you are in nursery or P1, a member of staff will see who is picking you up before they let you go. If you are in P2-7, you will be dismissed from your class. P2 and P3 teachers accompany their class out so if you can’t see who is picking you up then go back and let one of the members of staff know.
· Bus pupils will leave as before; P1-3 pupils will be accompanied to the bus, P4-7 pupils will make their own way to their bus.

Hygiene:

It is very important that you follow good hygiene procedures, particularly for hand hygiene.  In addition, you should follow the guidance in relation to coughing and sneezing – “Catch it, Bin it, Kill it”.  

On arrival at school:

· There will be hand sanitising stations at each entrance to the school. 
· Sanitise your hands when you enter and leave the building.  If you are unable to use the sanitiser provided, you may bring your own or you can wash your hands.
· Staff will be available at school entrances to support this.
 
On arrival in class, staff will support you to:

· Wipe down your desk and chair before you use it using the wipes provided. 
· Clean any equipment after use using the wet wipes provided.  
· Wipe down iPads, laptops, keyboards and mice before and after use using the wipes provided.
· Classroom windows will be open to ensure that there is good ventilation throughout the school. You may need a warm jumper on cooler days.  
· Where possible, doors will be left open to reduce the number of hard surfaces that you have to touch.  These will be cleaned throughout the day. 

Resources

· To avoid sharing resources, you will have your own stationery set in your tray if you are in P1-7. Your jotters and any maths textbooks will also be in your tray. If you want to bring in a pencil case you can but it will need to fit in your tray and stay in school.
· If you are in the primary, you will need to bring a water bottle into school. You cannot drink straight from the water fountain. Every day you will take your water bottle home so you can clean it and bring it back full of water.
· You should not bring any anything such as toys into school. All you need to bring in is your snack, packed lunch (if applicable) and water bottle.
· If you are in nursery, you will use your coat pegs as normal.
· If you are in the primary, to avoid lots of people in the cloakroom or around lockers, you will put your jacket on the back of your chair and if you need to bring a bag it will be kept in the classroom. Lunchboxes will also be kept in classrooms.
· You will need indoor shoes but will only need to change them if your shoes are wet or dirty.
· We think that it will be a big change coming back into school so we are not planning to have any homework for at least the first few weeks. This means there will be no homework diary. If your parent needs to communicate with your teacher they should send an email or phone the office.




Physical distancing:

· Although physical distancing is not needed between most pupils, adults should stay 2m away from each other. In the primary, staff should stay 2m away from pupils.  Classrooms have been arranged so that this can happen. 

You must follow your teachers’ instructions in relation to physical distancing.

· Please try not to touch other pupils 


Social times and eating:

· School dinners will be bagged meals this term. Instead of you placing your order by touching the SMARTBOARD, your teacher will note down your choice for you.
· If you leave the school at lunchtime, you must use hand sanitiser when you exit and enter the
building. As parents are not allowed inside school just now, if you are having a home lunch you will leave at the top door into the P4-7 playground. 
· So that not too many people are in the dining centre at once, we will have two lunch sitting. P1-3 pupils will get their lunch first while P4-7 are in the playground, then when P1-3 are in the playground, P4-7 pupils will be in the dining centre. Nursery pupils will eat together as normal.
· If you are in the P4-7 playground you will have a set area for your class to play at breaks and lunchtime. If you use the P1-3 playground, there will be space for P1, GME P1-3 and Sky Room pupils to use and another space for P2 and P3 pupils.

Toilets:

· When you use the toilet, you should flush, then wash your hands thoroughly with soap, dry them properly and put the paper towels in the bin.  


Uniform

The rules on school uniform have been relaxed and you should ensure that you are wearing clean clothes each day. You may of course still wear uniform, but no ties should be worn at the moment. 

Clothing should be appropriate for school and football colours should not be worn. Your clothes may get dirty at times so you should wear clothes that you don’t mind if they get stained or damaged.  
The decision on uniform rules will be reviewed before the October holiday.

Face-coverings

Although you don’t need to wear face coverings in school, you may wish to wear one and we’ll support you to do so.  Some staff may also be wearing face coverings, particularly when moving around the school or doing first aid.  


PE

All PE classes will be held outside until further notice.  On days when you have PE you should come to school in your PE kit but please bring a change of clothing and footwear as you may need to change after PE.  Your footwear should be appropriate for outdoor sports. Your parents will get an email letting them know when you will have PE.

What to do if…. 

You feel unwell 

· Tell the teacher in the room. 
· If you have Covid-19 symptoms, your class will move to another space and you will be looked after by a First Aider until you can be collected from school.  
· Your parent will be advised to arrange a test and to follow all Test and Protect guidance. 

You are unable to attend school 

· Please arrange for the school to be contacted as usual to let us know.
· If you are absent with Covid-19 symptoms, are self-isolating or have tested positive for Covid-19, please let us know as soon as possible and follow all Test and Protect guidance. 

You are late to school 

· Come into school through the front door and someone will let you into the Primary. Nursery pupils should go to the main nursery entrance. 

If you have worries or concerns 

· Talk to any member of staff 
· Talk to your parent/carer and ask them to contact school 


Although we are back to school, we are not back to normal. We know that some things will be very different and we will help you with this. As and when we are able to change things we will do so.  

It’s important to remember that lots of people are worried and anxious about returning, some may have been shielding or have health conditions that make them vulnerable or they may have family members who are. 

Please show respect to others and help us to keep everyone safe.  
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
