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Language and Literacy activities including: 
LISTENING AND TALKING: Continue Talking for Reading scheme. Inference, support-a-statement, visualisation, compare and contrast. Record written poems outside using iPads and Soundscape.
READING: Finish reading The Fox Girl and the White Gazelle as a class focussing on above. Then start focussed reading groups using practiced activities. 

Start new class book: The Boy with the Butterfly Mind

WRITING: Research and note taking, listen and learn with activities for topic. Use expository texts for research. Develop note taking. 
SPELLING: Start SME and common spelling words with whole class. Learn about morphology and etymology with a focus on word aware.

Mathematics and Numeracy activities including:
WEEK 1-2 NUMBER PROCESSES: Exercises on factors, and multiples of numbers and their relationships in the multiplication and beyond for some.

WEEK 3-5 FRACTIONS: Revise simple fractions, decimals, percentages. Make number lines with all and order in groups.

WEEK 6-7 MONEY: Plan spending within a budget. Play house / flatmates. Same costs for heating, rent. Plan rest of spending on food /entertainment / savings.
WEEK 8-9 EQUATIONS: Investigate algebra, refer to NINJAS. Play games to reinforce.

	Health & Wellbeing activities including:
· Continue with new cooperative learning groups. Play games to encourage praise, participation, group success and class success.
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Use Emotion Works to discuss how our emotions affect our behaviour and well-being.
· Encourage use of personal free writing jotters to record thoughts and feelings.

· As we examine our own environment, we will research local flora and fauna; using mixed media, photos, artwork, soundscapes to explore the space in creative ways. 
	Contexts for Learning:

P7 pupils across P7, P6/7 and GME P7 will run a Social Enterprise to survey, plan and develop a disused area of the school grounds. 

Currently much of our Outdoor Learning is curtailed due to Covid, by developing this area we propose that classes can use it across the school as an outdoor classroom and learning area. It is a large area and although accessible, much of it is overgrown and in need of grounds maintenance and development.
This is an exciting project and one where the pupils can lead the learning. Please ensure your child has the appropriate outdoor kit for working outside.
