	Literacy:
We are learning to:
· Discuss the main ideas of a text in Gaelic and English.

· Read through my own writing, and to identify mistakes.

· To use mathematical terms in Gaelic and English. 
· To identify different numeral forms from around the world.

· To move forward and backwards in time. 
· To develop an awareness and application of 12/ 24 hour clocks. 
· To identify relevant information from a timetable.
