	Language and Literacy activities including: 
· Personal reading in class + class book: Amari and the Night Brothers. Reading comprehension to encourage a depth of understanding. 
· Use Learning Logs to demonstrate ‘My Ideal Classroom’. Discuss how to make changes to our own class to improve academic achievement and social equity. 
· Listening and talking in Oracy lessons. Use Voice 21’s programme to develop confidence in all learners. 

· Write Poetry and create a class poetry blog where pupils can upload and publish their own work. 

· P7’s take responsibility for Breadalbane Primary’s Virtual Assembly. Investigate how to make this entertaining and interesting for the audience. 
	Mathematics and Numeracy activities including:
· Revision of number processes. Look at digits, their place value, reading, recording, sequencing, adding and subtracting numbers up to and beyond 10 digits.

· Revision of estimation to help addition and subtraction in mental maths.

· Use Numeracy Ninjas mental maths to strengthen number bonds and pick up gaps in previous learning. 
· Practise and revise calculations using the four operations and be able to explain steps to a partner. Discuss and use BODMAS

· Introduce Problem Solving strategies and discuss the importance of ‘showing all my working’.

	Health & Wellbeing activities including:

· Establish cooperative learning groups. Play games to encourage praise, participation, group success and class success.

· Teach roles, especially praise and encouragement.

· Follow HWB through the Emotion Works programme. Continue to examine the effects of remote learning and being back at school. 
· Plan and carry out maintenance tasks in Nature’s Wood. Discuss next steps to enrich the biodiversity of the space. 
· Physical activities through PE sessions of badminton, cricket, and basketball. Focus on teamwork, fairplay and outside games.
	Contexts for Learning:

 This term our topic is Scotland and New Zealand. Initially we will be communicating by email and letters, with school children in the central North Island of NZ. We will share information about ourselves, our school, our culture and the best things about living in Highland Perthshire. 

Following on from this we will examine The Picts and Celts and compare their way of life with the early Maori in NZ. We plan to share our learning using research, reports, power point presentations and the creation of model Crannogs and Maori Pa (villages).
