	Literacy
In Listening and Talking activities the children will continue to:
· Identify and discuss the main ideas of texts
· Show understanding through responding to and asking relevant questions
In Reading activities:
· Learn to make notes and explore ideas and create new texts relating to our context – Wonders of the Animal Kingdom
· Respond to different types of questions, complete close reading tasks and create own questions relating to watched and read texts.
In Writing activities:

In Mental Maths the children will:

· Find fractions of quantities by developing/applying their knowledge of division

In Maths we will:

· Investigate fractions of amounts, progressing to percentages where appropriate
· Develop an understanding of time in practical situations
· Explore a range of ways to present data and develop skills to describe and interpret data
